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Iniroduction

The main purpose for researching mosic in Ancient Greece is (o get & wider and deeper
understanding of early sourges of music, and find out how it affects the musical world now.
Ancther reason is lo see its influence on people and the effect on anciend sociely in general, in
camparison with the massive diflference with today’s world. [t has been proven that music played
a very significant role for the Ancient Greeks in their society. Music can be seen used in various
occasions, such as sympaosia, religious festivals, sacrifices and in theaters during plays. This
dissertation will loak at each of the areas of music. n many Greek tragedics there are exumples
of Greeks using music for increasing a certain e¢flicet on the audience/reader about a specific part
of the play. Tn Sophocles’ play “Antigorte™, Eurpides’ “Trojan Women” and Homer's “#iad"
there are very clear examples proving that fact. All the information that we have ahout music in
(hose times, cames from music scripts, Temains of musical instruments, paintings, vases and
literary references, There are even some inseriptions Llelling us about awards, prizes and paid fees
to prafessional musicians. Yascs and sculptures suggest how the musical instruoments looked and
in which way people used ta play thiem. Despite the fact that there were many different kinds ol
musical instruments, theve were three main ones thal were used commonly amongst the people,
fyre, kithara and aulos. The fyre and Aithara were string instraments bul the awfos was
woodwind, somothing similar to the Rute, cboe or clarinet, Just like today, music was used lor
entertainment, (un, dancing, relaxing, self-expression; # played the same role [or Ancient Greeks
as well. They even viewed music as a gift sent from the Gads, For that particular reason majority
of men in Greece were taught to play musical instruments, dance and sing, One of the greatest
Greek philosophers, Pythagoras, siated that there is a strong conneclion between mathematics
and music by saying, "there is geameiry in the humering of the strings, there iv pawsic in the
spacing of the spheres".! He also proved that the order of the harmonies in music reflects the

human soul and the universe. There are several examples of how the Greeks contributed to the

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history of music and development of musical world nowadays. For example, it can be said therc
is dala showing that the Greeks staried sludying music theory in the 6th century B.C. and it was
consisted of harmonie, acowstie, sealar, and melodic studies. By having all the examples and
research wo will find out in what ways music affected thesc thrce aspeets it classical Greece and

the similarities/differences compared with the modem musical world.
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Mausic in Religion
Apollo was of huge importance for the Greeks therefare, he was one of the mosl widely

worshiped pods. There were numerous lemples and stalues dedicated to him and he also played a
major part in the mythology. RBesides being ihe god of many other aspects of life, he was most
importlantly the representative of music, Apollo was onc of the most important figures in Greek
Mpythology for culture and specifically for music. Me was the leader of nine Muses and was
directing their choir. [lesiod refers to music a great deal and specificaily 1o Apollo and the Muses

in his “Theagony™ We see the greal prominence of (hem in the lines:

Y From the Muses and far-shoating Apollo are singers and guitar-players across the
earth but kings are from Zeus. Blessed is he whom the Muses love. From his niouth the
streams flow sweeter thar honey. If anyone holds sorrow in his spivit from fresh grief and
is dried owt in his heart from grieving, the singer, servans of the Muses, hymns the deeds
of men of the past and the blessed gods who hold Olympus and right away he forgets his

troubles and daes not remember a single care. Cuickly do the gifis of the goddess divert

Since the poem is about the birth of the gods and is of 2 major imporlance for the Greek
mythology in general, Hesiod shows his aflection and thoughtfulness about Apollo and the
Muses that play crucial role not only in the religion but the society as well. The siory of Apollo™s
very famous Jyre is cannected with his brober, Hermes, who was the one that created the lyre for
Apcllo. This short myth of [ermes and the Lyre is one of the most well known legends in
Ancient Greek mythology. It is explained in great delils in “Homeric Hyme to Hermes ™, where

Homer tells aboul the birth of Ilermes and how he created and gave the lyre 1o his brother Apolio,

“.. Phoebus Apollo took ir, ard readily pur his shining whip in Hermes' hand, and
ordained him keeper of herds. The son of Maia received it joyfully, while the giprious son

of Leto, the lnvd far-working Apollo. 100k the lyre upon his left arm and tried each string

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with the key [see appendix 1]. Awesomely it sounded af the lowch of the god, while he

sang sweetly to ity note.”

Apaolio then mastered the lyre and it became onc of his symbols. On paintings and vases he is
usually porirayed with the lyre, in erder lo represent the importance of the instrument to kim, and
his deep connection with music, Even the fact that this legend exisls and contains so many deep
details in it, accentuates how significantly the Greeks viewed music and iis influence on the

religion and their lifastyle.

There were so many gods and goddesses in Greek mythalogy, but the Muses can be considered
10 bave Lhe slrongest inlluential vole in musie. The Muses were representations of science,
lilerature and the arts. It was believed that they lived on Mount Olympus and entertained the
Olympian pods with their talents. However, later the (radition put them on Mount Parnassus.*
There were nine of them: Calliope — the use of epic poetry, Ciio — the Muse of hisiory, Erato —
the Muse of lyric poelry, Euterpe — the Muse of music, Mclpomene — the muse of tragedy,
Polyhymnia — the muse of sacred poetry, Terpsichore — the Muse of dance and chorus, Thalia -
the Muse of comedy and idyllic poetry, Urania — the Muse of astronomy. Each of the Muses had
their own role and purpose in people’s lives, but all of them were needed to inspire poets,
dramatists, composers and other artisls. This shows thal their general position in the Ancient
Greek religion was quite crucial, especially for people connected with arts, As proolihere were a
lot of cults, festivals and sacrifices dedicated (o Lhe Muses, Accaording to the tradition the Muses
were placed on the Mount Parnassus, where the Castalian spring was situated. Therelore the
majority of the cults dedicated lo the Muses were associated either with springs or fountains, just
like for Eutetpe (the muse of music), poels and artisls would go (o the spring to pray and get
inspiration for their pieces of work, Their main role was to help the poets, performers and writers

to reach the highest levels of their artistic skills. One of the preatest poets, Hesiod mentions

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ahout the importance of the Muses in one of his peems, “Fheogoiny ”. The poem opens with
Hymn 1o the Muscs, which already implies the iact that the Muses were utterly important
Ancienl Greeks. [n “Theogony ", the authar tells how he mel the Muses on the mount Pamassus.
They breathed & divine voice imo him and consequently he became inspired, and transformed
from an ordipary shepherd 1o o greal poet. The Muses were also involved al the beginnings of
diffcrent cpic performances to inspire anthors. Great examples are [Tomer's “The Odyssey ™ -
“Tell me, Muse, the storv of thot resevrcefid man... "% “The fliad" - “Anger - sing, goddess, the
anger of Achilles.. . "¢ and "The Homeric Hymns™ - * Muce, tell me the deeds of golden
Aphrodite... "7 #1 Prithes, clear-voiced Muse, daughier of mighty Zeuy, sing of the mother of all
gods and men "} [ sing of golden-throned Heva... " " 1 begin to sing abowt Poseidon, the
greal god.,. ".)% Since all these literary texts were so important for the Greeks and as we know

they were inspiced by the Muses it shows that without ihe Muses the texts would not even exist

and highlights their big role in the literalure and the religion.

Other mytheological erealures connected with music are the Sirens. They were the daughters of
Achelons and one of the Muses. Sirens were half-maidens, half-birds that were able (o enchant
ad kill sailors with their beautiful singing. [Towever, if someone survived their singing and did
not dic, they were doomed to die instead. In Homer’s “The Odyssey” book 12, when Odvsseus is
returning back to 1thaca, Circe warns him about all the upcoming danpets he is about Lo [ace. She

SAVS:

“Bui listen to my words — and some god will recall thear to your mind Your nexi

encounfer will be with the Sirens, who bewitch everybody who approaches them. There is

Since there was only one option {ct passing the Sirens undamaged, which was by not hearing
their singing. following Ciree’s advice Odysseus (old all the members ol his erew ta cover their
cars with becswax. Alihough, he decides to take larger risk and asks his sailocs 1o tie him very
tipbt so he would not be able to break free. Odysseus was the onc who succeeded and survived
passing them vnharmed; hence, the Sirens threw themselves in the sca and washed away without
bothering any otber sailors anymore. This example tells us thal it was almeost {mpossible 1o pass
the Sirens without being channed by their mind blowing singing, which also shows that Greeks
viewed music as a very powerful sensation. The best way o deseribe this phenomenon is to use
the verb ‘thelgein” which means {o enchant, and is frequently used to describe charming with the
help of music. The variety of figures thal Ancient Greeks had in the mythology devoted to the
arts and music definilely demonstrates that music had significantly grealer function for Greeks

than for just mere entertainmenl purposes.

Another part of life lenaciously connected to music were cults. There was a strict structure that
was followed in all Greeks culis. Firstly, there was the procession at the altar then afterwards
came feasts and musical contests. The length of the procession varied, it could last couple of
hours or even days. However, music was presented at every stage with a slight difference off
musical instroments. The music during sacrifices was essential to malkee sure thalt (he ritoal was
religiously correct; music was nsed in order to distract the god’s stlention if there were any
unwanted sounds around, otherwise the god would not aceept the sacrifice and they would need
to do it again. The most commonly used musical instrument was the flute (audos). Besides
instrymental music, there was also singing and dancing, wbich created very strong fecling of

communily during the rituals. People wha had singing and dencing skills werz considered Lo

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have the highes( social status,'? In specific culis dedicated to Hera, Apolle, Artemis, Demeter
and Dionysus, music, and specifically dance, was g major part of the event, The dancers formed
u circle, which can be undersiood as creating a boly circle, and this was a very frequent a crucial
aspect of several Greek cults. The very first chorus that is mentioned in the mythology is the one
of nine Muses, They had a sacred object in the middle of the fonned circle, for example, an
image of Apollo, an altar, a fountain ele, As all the evidence suggests, it can be stated that music,

specifically, singing and dancing formed an inlegrsl part in Ancient Greek sacrificial rituals.

Similarly to the classical world, the importance ol music is greatly noticeable in religion in
modern Llimes as well. Music is still being used in churches during religious events. John Piper,
an American author and Baptist priest, once mentioned the role thal music plays in religion, as

he said:

“The realities of God and Christ, creation and salvation, heqven and hell are so great
that when they are mown iruly and jelt duly, they demond move than divoussion and
analysis and description; they demand poetsy and song and nusic. Singing is the
Christian’s way of saying: God is yo great thar thinking wilt not suffice, there nust be

deep feeling, and talking will 5ot suffice, there mus! be vinging

From his words il can be analysed thal music also stands as something much more powerful and
gives endless chances for communication with anybody, even the Ged. However, the music style
very much varies from what it used 1o be in Ancient Greece. Now, instead of the flute, the main
instrument used is the organ, and major part is given to chair. There are three main types of
music in churches now, hymns, contemporary songs and modem sangs. Al the new and various
changes in politics, economics and gspecially in the church in the whole Europe led to massive

changes connected with composing and disscminating musie, rext to new musical genres, and

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the development of musical instruments. When the Catholic Reformalion happened, many
musieians criticized the church music and tried to make it a more warship-friendly form of musie.
The new studies were inlroduced in different ways in the 17¢h and 18th century as people
became acquainted to the new styles of chiurch mwsic. During the Clizabethan period there were
famous composers for clwreh anthems, such as Thomas Tallis and William Byrd, Tye. These
pieces of music were written only for choir, often without any accompaniment. Another type of
antkems consisled of one or more solo voices, contrasting wilh sections for filll choir, which are
alsa accompanied either by orpan or other inslruments. This tells ws that music was an essential

parl of religious and social life during the Renaissance period.

Very similatly to the classical times music plays a tremendous role in religion of modern cra as
well. The sacrifices could not take place without music, nor any religious festivals in classical
Greece, and it proves that religion simply could not exist without music, lo churches nowadays

music also plays the most important part, specifically for any event or ritual,
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Musie in Theatre

The theatre played a significant role in the Greek society and it was a parl of a festival devoled to
Dionysus. Playwriting was a very popular and widespread occupation, and peopie organized
competitions for the authors and their plays during the festival called Dionysia. Music played a
major parl in the theatre as well. I{ was played during the plays, but also the chotus (a group of
people), would sing and loreshadow the upcoming eventsin the play, One ofthe first evidences
of the construction of an Ancient Greek (heatre tells us uboul ihe presence of choral songs and
dances. Barlicr sources provide that there were some performances which took place in the agora,
and there still was an area known as the orchestra. Afterwards the shape of the theatee started
developing, to included rheatron, round orchesira and the skene, which also had adcor, Just like
music, thealre was inNuential in the lives ol the Ancient Greeks, Originally, il came from the cult
dedicated to the god Dionysas. During the rites, people who participaled would sing and dance
and fall into a deep cuphosic state. As it developed, different words were added to those songs

and dances, and that is how the theatre started developing.

Today, music in the theatre varies vastly from Greek thealre, By saying ‘music’ o the Greeks,
they understood dancing and words as well. [t was believed that they were all interconnected
with each other and could not merely exist on their own. Music, dancing and poctey were
considered to be parts of a whole, and they acted as an essential part of the Greek philosophy.
For example, when Aristophanes used monodics into his plays there were some parts in the
manuscript that necded to be sung, Olhers included monodies in their plays as well, [or example
Euripides and Sophocles. Theee is even some evidence that Buripides wrote music, however the
melody is nol very clear. Tt is because Greeks wrote their music in letiers not notes as we do
today, hence, 1t is impossible to read his music properly. Nevertheless, there were some

combinations of letiers that had certain melodic and thythmic quaiities. A great example of it
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is “The Frogs ™ by Aristophanes, where he copied the rhythmic way of writing rom Euripides

and mentioned it as "oceasional musical snatering”

A major part in the theatre, especially in plays, was the Chorus. The Chorus consisied of 1welve
lo twenty-four male singers and dancers who were chosen to take a part in a play for their
religious education as Greek citizens. They took part in both tragic and comic plays.
Unfortunately, there are no specific evidences what the music sotinded like back then, we canmot
be sure about the choreopraphy cither, however, there are plates and vases saved that show us a
clear dance moves performed by a chorus. The reason the chorus played & significant role in the
Ancient Greel piays was that the playwright would use (hem in order o tell a story or
foreshadow upcoming events. Usually the chorus would give the audience specilic information
that the characters would not be aware of, which will eventually create a dramatic irony. By
singing and dancing, they delivered messages and created the oght {eeling for different scenes,

and made the audience get the right idea the playwright warted them to know.

Nowadays, music in [ilms serves many difTerent jobs to impact the way the sudience accepts (he
movie iisell; It firstly affects the viewer’s emolions, creates a specific atmosphere, connects
different scenes, ¢reates contradictions, and psychologically unites the audience. It also helps to
devcelop the story line and define different characters. Music is even important for the director as
the script or the story of the film. For example. there might be some scenes that would not fit in
together at all without music, but by choosing the right music it can creale a splendid effect on
the quality of the scenc. Ancther guite important function 1s portraying emotions as mesic can
get into the emotions ol the characlers, The actor’s face without any expressions can be made
into “feeling” just by adding a specific kind of music to the background. In the same way it
works 1o raise cerfain emotions with the audience. One of the most famous composers for the
movie soundtracks is Hans Zimmer, who composed music for around 150 movies. The most

famous ones are Gladiator, The Da Vinel Code and The Lion King. it is also important for the

14 aristophanes, The Frogs
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compeser lo gel the right music for the speciiic genre of film, this is where his laient is shown.
His works are very much appreciated, he received four Grammys (wo Golden Giobs and many
olher bhighly respected awards. Zimmer was also listed in the top 100 living genivses by The

Daily Tclegraph. *

Just the way music helps Lo creste cmotions (or the characters and the audience in films, we see a
similarity in the Ancient Greck plays zs well. For example, in "?rofan Women ™ by Curipides.

There is a scene wherc Cassandra, princess of Troy, is performing her marriage song,

“Lord, god of the wedding hed, Hymenaeus, I bring you light with the five of the
iorchl. Blessed is the bridegroom, my god and hlessed am 1, for your bave giver pie o
king’s bed, in Greece. Blessed am [ the bride!,.. But mother. why cry? Wiy lameni the

luxs of my dead father and owr destroyed city? See? | have lit the torchey 1o give light and

dignily to my mgrriage! '

From (hese lines we pet the feeling of happiness and excitement thal Cassandra is having about
her macriage to Agamerunon, which is quite surprising (or the audience and her mother, Hecabe,

sinec she thinks that her davghter has pone mad, However, later in the play, Cassandra explains

her strange behaviour in ker song,

“Mother, the victory is mine! Deck wy head with gaviands and rejoice iz my royal
marrigge!. Twill k! lim; Twill sack his home as he has mine, loking revenge for my

brothers and finher™’

The song here also loreshadows the upcoming events and reminds the audience aboul the
prophecy skills of Cassandra, We witness another example in (he play “Adntigone " by Sophocles,

ends with Antigone’s funeral song, which gives a very powerful feeling of sympathy ta the

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andience and emphasizes the ability of music o deliver strong emations fram onc person i@

another, In her funeral song Anfgionc talks about marriage:

"Look wpan me, fiiends, and pify me. Turiing back af the night’s edge (o say Good-by to
thre s thae shines for me no longes; Now sleepy Dearh Sinimons me down to Acheron,

that cald shore: There is no bridesong there, nor any music.”'*

This part of her song shows that far being an “unusual” Greek woman, she still wanied Lo play
the szme role as every other wonlon in the Ancient Greek Sociely, Both exampies listed
previously tell us how important it was to have songs or music in the plays and the theatre,
because music was the main communicator between the gudience and the actors. It made easier

to understand the plot and the emotions the playwripht tried o convey by the characters,

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Music in Broader Society

o Aneient Greece only very weatthy people would allow their children to be trained in different
musical talents. IL was known that in Ancient Greeee boys from affluent families were taughi o
play rausical instrumenis (usually a fyre) and sing in schoels, and it was a great privilege [ar
someone 10 have those skills. We can sce the examples of it on different vases and paintings (sze
appendix 4), However, there were somc females as well who learned 0 play musical iustruments,
but the difference was, that they did it at home, since they were not allowed Lo go to school.
There are women porlrayed on vases who playcd instruments, but they are mostly slaves who

were enterlaining guests during symposiums.

Starting {rom the 7* century B.C. symposium became a crucial part ol ancient Greek culture. 1t
was an evenl for males to gather fogether, eat. drink 2nd sing which was beld in a private house.
During symposiums it was common (o discuss poetry, philesophy and politics. There arc a ot of
references to sympesium io paintings and specifically poitery (vee appendix 2,3). The
symposivm was only for Greek males, but there were some women who were allowed (o take
part in it as well. Thosc women were called hetairai. They were considered to be high-class
prostitutes. Their specialty was te perform music, since they were taught to piay different
musical instruments, usually the ardos or the lute and they were also skilled in dencing and
gymnastics. According to the tradition, after cating and drinking, the guests would play games,
tell stories or perform/listen to music. There were also many poetry recitals given during the
symposiums; works by Theognis and Alkaios were popular amongst the guesis. Another very
popular activity was singing. There were two 1ypes of sonps, one was sitlof, which was a comic
song, and the other onc was skolia, which was being sung by the symposiasis, while going
around the room in anti-clockwise direction. Occasionally, the singers would continue

perforning outside on the strects, withoul worrying about annoying their neighbers.
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Music during parties nowadays differs greatly from what it used io be. There is only onc
similarity in that people invite professional musicians to perform live for their special occasions,
for example, birthday parties, weddings and anniversaries. The musie also varies cormected with
the specific event. During the marriage ceremonies in chorch there is wsually a classical
combination; a quartct or a triv of string players. The roost wides pread classical music pieces to
play at weddings arc Pachelbel’s Canon, Bach's Airin G string, Mendelssohn’s Wedding March
and Baclr’s first cello suite. However, alterwards, there is elther a jazz/pop band performing at &
later party, or there is a DJ. At birthday parties or anniversaries, the music is more upbeat and
can usually include jazz, pop or rock musicians. At clubs during different events the main source
of music comes lrom the D). However, in smaller and less omal occasions in houses, the music
is mostly played by the people hosting il ihemselves and does not reguire a lot of eifort. The
music is perceived differently during all ¢he important cvents and parties nowadays because of
the development of the technologies. There is no necessity now to hire professional musicians
for a drinking parties or parties in general, since everyone can have an access 10 music very
easily. However, since symposiums were such a big part of Greek culture and society, it was

impossible tp imagine them without any musical involvement.

Music competitions were very pepular amongst weaktity young males. Their main purpose for
competing was the prize they were getting. Every single town had their own musical competition,
but the most important one was in honour of Zeus or Apollo, where young men gathered from
different parts of Greece to compete with each other. Public competitions included adult men as
well. They usually touk part during religious festivals, and later, these kinds of competilions
developed inchsding the theatre, There were mainly two kinds of such musical competitions;
stephanites and chrematites which had prizes like valuable objects or moncy. In the modem
world, cvery single person is able to pet a music education. Neither gender nor lnancial situation
matlters. Iowever, while music {5 more aceessible now, the importance of a profession of a

musician is oot hugely popular. Parcots in modern world tend to wamd their children (o focus
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more on other subjects than music, considering il (o be nit the maost impertan( source of
information they need for (heir futare. Howewver it was different in classical world, sinve
musicians were well paid and had & very high social status. But however, the director of music
division of Boston Conservatory, Karl Paulnack thinks that music iy as important for the sociedy

as other subjecls like medicine or law. [1e expressed this thought in his message (o all the music

majors,

“Ifwe were a medical school, and you were here us o med studen! practicing
appendectomies, You'd take your work very seriously because you woild imagine that
Some jight ar 2 am someone iy going fo waliz info yowr emergency room and you 're
going to have ta rave their fife. Well, my friends, someday at 8 pm sameone is going to
walk into your concert hall and bring you e mind that is confused, a heart thot is
wverwhelmed, a soul that iy wary. Whether they go oul whele agoin will depend partly on

how well you do your crafi... "'

This quote shows that mostly musicians or people conneeted with music consider musicians to
have a significant role in the society; otherwise there are not many other people that have the
sgmie opinion about it nowadays. The differenee is quite noticeable between the perception of
musicians on ¢lassical Greece and in modemn (imes. There is not much of a difference, but now i
is more widespread to play 4 musical instrument, since it is available for everybody. It also plays

the same role — enterlainment, self developmens, education and self expression.

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Conclusion

It can be concluded that music had a crucial role in every aspect ol Ancient Greek sociely. It has
its ewn itmportance in religion, thealre and society io general, In religion music was mostly
presented by the god of music, Apollo. the Nine Muses, sitens and other myihological creatures.
This emphasizes that Ancient Greeks considered music an important factor that is why ihere arc
so many stories, myths and legends comected with il 1 can be proved by the fact the Muges
were such powerful goddesses and had an influence on poels and other gods. They were also the
main inspiration source for all the creative picces that were made in classical times. Meanwhile
the Sirens also had a massive jimpact shown in different stories, since no one could resist their
enchanting singing abilities. The same kind of importance can be seen in the theatre, where
music was mainly used in order to cither make the audience feel the emotions of the characlers
or foreshadow an upceming event. The role of the Chorusin the theater was held by music, and
they would also create a dramatic irony between the audience and the play, The purpose of music
has not changed much in the moder world. 1L has a similar relc in films and the (heatre
nowadays. Without musicilis very difficult to get the righl emotions from watching a film or a
play, sometimes it is even impossible to understand what is going on. Tn the broader musicians
had a big role in classical society, while they do not now. Ln the modern world the importance of
musicians is not valued very highly. Specifically, instrumental music played a religious and
entertnining role in ancient Greece; frequently il would also serve as an accompany

for religicus festivals, rites, sacrifices, and rituals. Music was also used for entertainment at
symposiums and i1 took a major part in il. Nevertheless, the effect on the modern world is also
very crucial, because everything sfarted in Ancient Greece.
