Question 1

The candidate was awarded 3 marks because:
Concerto grosso, Interrupted cadence and Basso continuo are all correct.

Question 2

The candidate was awarded 2 marks because:
Part 1: Homophonic is correct.

Part 5: Perfect is correct.

Parts 2, 3 and 4 were incorrect.

Question 3

The candidate was awarded 1 mark because:
Part (c) was correctly answered with Added 6™: Parts (a) and (b) are incorrect.

Question 4

The candidate was awarded 4 marks because:

a) The transposition is correct — both pitch and rhythm.

b) 4™is correct.

c) The Aflatis correctly identified.

d) The pitch is not correct.

e) The barlines are all correct.

f)  Only one chord is correct. Both chords must be correct for the mark.
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Question 5

The candidate was awarded 1 mark because:
a) lIrregular time signatures is not correct.

b) Modern is not correct.

c) String Quartet is correct.

Question 6

The candidate was awarded 2 marks because:

Melody/Harmony: No melodic or harmonic concepts were identified.

Rhythm: Syncopated is accepted as meaning Syncopation, and ‘the timing was
irregular’ is accepted as meaning Irregular time signatures.

Timbre: No acceptable concepts were identified.

Question 7

The candidate was awarded 4 marks because:
Soul, Time changes, Harmonic minor scale and Strophic are all correct.

Question 8

The candidate was awarded 3 marks because:
Sonata, Acciaccatura and Anacrusis are correct. Romantic and Chromatic scale
are incorrect.

Question 9

The candidate was awarded 4 marks because:

¢ Glissando is correct on line 6.

Rallentando is correct on line 10 and also would be accepted on line 11.
Scale is correct on line 14

Rolls is correct on line 17.

Tremolando is not on the correct line.
