Pulzer (1967). claimed:
"Class is the basis of British party politics; all else is embellishment and detail.’

Traditionally then, political sociologists have identified saclal ¢lass as the most important factor
associated with voting behaviour. This is hardly surprising given that one of the major political
parties - Labour - was founded upen a commitment to a class, and whose origins lie in the
organised trade unlon movement.

The sociological model of voting behaviour, associated with Butler and Stokes, was based on
the consistent finding that social class was the most accurate indicator of likely voting
intention. In general, working ciass voters did vote for the Labour Party, and middle class
voters voted Conservative. Usually, about two-thirds of the working ctass voted Labour, while
four-fifths of the middle ¢lass voted Conservative.
