| experimented with the background by adding a mixed media effect, creating collage of
warm and cold colours using oil pastel. | added light colours to bring out the flowers.

| planned my final piece by sketching a number of layouts onto paper using a pencil before
settling on the most interesting viewpoint. | kept the rose at the front in a bottle and put
flowers in the v=background to make the rose the focal point.

resulted in a loss of quality.
