Tonal
graphite pencils helped me make the objects look realistic, especially with the teapot as tone
helped show the cold and mirrored texture of the subject. | also think that the watercolour
block paint was a successful choice of material as | was able to show a variety of tone in the
apple, from the dark browns in the shadow to the bright reflected greens.

If I was | going to use a different type of material | would change how | made the the first
vase drawing. | used pastel pencils on this as it was a material | wanted to try out and
expirment on. Even though | like the art piece | think it could have been a lot stronger if | had
used normal lead colouring pencils. This is why | moved on to using lead colouring pencils in
my composition and final piece.

| decided not to use any of the compositions | drew out for my final piece. This was because
although the composition was strong in each, with the fabric creating leading lines to draw
your eye in, | think that there was no strong focal point, which | think is very important part
to a piece of art. So | created a new layout for my subject matter so that the teapot was the
focal point, because the reflections should be a point of interest.

Through my portfolio | think | have managed to tie in a number of art materials and skills
which have all contributed to my final outcome. | created a mixed media final piece taking
influence from my painted artwork and my pencil artworks in order to tie my skills together.
| think my strengths throughout my portfolio is my use of varied techniques. | wanted to
challenge myself to use materials | wasn’t always confident with so | could show my skills
developing through the folio.

| think what | would describe as my weakness with my folio is my control of paint. | think that
| am a strong painter which is why | used paint as my base for my final piece, but | think |
need to challenge myself to control paint more. If | had spent more time on my final piece |
think that my paint lines would be much smoother.

If | was going to change anything in my folio, | think | would remake my apple investigation
drawing. | think | went too harsh with the shadow and | think | could have been tidier with
the paint, but | still think its quite a strong piece of art. | would definitely sort my shadow.
