Accuracy

The accuracy is good in most areas and less convincing in some places, and
there are some simple errors which detract a little from the overall impression in
places, for example:

The future
tense is used accurately though as are modal verb structures.

The candidate was awarded 12 marks.

Content The candidate wrote about holidays in Pakistan. A relevant title
was chosen and the content of the assignment was generally relevant to
the topic chosen. The content has some spelling and grammar mistakes.
The candidate expresses a range of opinions and reasons. The essay is
written as a single paragraph and there is sometimes a lack of structure.
The information is mostly well organised with an introduction.

Accuracy

The writing starts satisfactorily but the accuracy deteriorates towards the end.
There are several spelling mistakes, agreement errors and issues with word
order, as well as other language interference.

Accuracy

The writing starts satisfactorily but the accuracy deteriorates towards the end.

Language resource

The text is repetitive and there is a limited range of structures. Sentences tend to
be short and there is an over-reliance on the verbs --C“i\-UAjg-UJS-.. There are
also missing prepositions. There are no examples of learning activities in class,
word order is basic and the language is not always detailed.

Overall, the candidate has made a reasonable attempt at the assignment-writing,

but the essay is too short, the language is repetitive with little variety and some
spelling mistakes.
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
